Mounted Division, which had the
Imperial Camel Corps attached.
He enlisted on the 5th September
1914, left Sydney Harbour on the
20th October 1914. He was born
in Brisbane, Queensland, raised
in Lindfeld, NSW. He was only 19
when he enlisted, he died at 24
years of age.
